This allows 

them to be more involved 

during a mass. 

I always try to do a game or 

fun activity after I teach a 

lesson to instill the new 

information that  they 

learned. This week I did a 

color matching tournament. 

I broke the kids into 4 

groups of 5 and I bracketed out 2 rounds to get to the winner! Each 

group had to match the colors of the seasons the quickest when 

versing another group. The winner of the group would advance to 

the next round. Congrats to team 4 they were the  champions!!!   

 My background is in sports, I played golf and basketball. 

I like to create competitions for the kids because I believe it keeps 

them more involved and willing to learn new and sometimes very 

heavy information. 

 I look forward to future classes and watching these young 

minds retain and hopefully spread the good word of our Lord to 

friends and family. We need kids to be excited about being a  

Catholic so they choose to practice and raise their families in our
